With the graphomate bubbles we offer an additional   visualization component, which aligns itself highly configurable
with the IBCS concepts. The goal of the visualization is to get a quick and easy overview of the distribution and 

. Patterns and outliers can be recognized quickly and can be the relationship of data points among each other
included in the interpretation and decision making.

The high density of information results from the mapping of . A two-dimensional utilization as up to five key figures
scatterplot is possible, when two (dependent) characteristics are mapped into a chart. Of course the graphomate 

also offer many additional features you might be familiar with from other graphomate extensions. This bubbles 
includes a collision logic for overlapping labels, a value format configuration and optical customization.

In the following we describe the properties of the graphomate bubbles and the possibility to configure them in our 
user interface. This user interface is almost identical in all BI front ends - Power BI, Tableau, SAP Analytics Cloud 
and Lumira Designer. Formatting settings of the graphomate bubbles can be stored on the graphomate server and 
loaded from there, also in other BI front ends.

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Installation

Adding the graphomate extensions to a Tableau Dashboard

Save the graphomate.trex file in a folder.
Open a Dashboard worksheet in a Tableau workbook.
In a Tableau Dashboard, in the  section, select the  entry and drag it to the drawing area.Objects Extension
In the “Choose an Extension” dialog box, do either of the following: Click  , and navigate to a .My Extensions
trex file you previously downloaded.
If prompted, allow the dashboard extension access to data in the workbook.
You can now use the extension

To use the graphomate extensions via Tableau Server or Tableau Online, the extensions must be added to 
the whitelist.

After expiration of the trial versions the graphomate extensions in the Tableau Dashboard can not be 
updated. If you want to continue using the trial dashboards after purchasing the licenses, the extensions have 
to be loaded into the dashboard, linked to the data and configured again.

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Overview Data Dimensions

With the  you will be able to visualize up to five data dimensions. These data series are the graphomate bubbles
following.

Dimension Description

X Axis A series of values which will represent the coordinates on the x axis of the data points. The x axis 
represents the main dimension and serves as source for the extraction of diagram labels.

Y Axis A series of values which will represent the coordinates on the y axis of the data points. The y axis 
represents the subordinate dimension which contains a matching value for each element of the x 
axis.

Circle A series of values representing the area of the  . Setting data of this series is  , but it Bubbles optional
requires the previously described series to be set. If no data is set here the chart will be drawn as a 

.Scatterplot

Arc A series of values representing the area of the grey segment of each bubble (see picture below). 
This optional segment show the share of the corresponding value of the   series. Hence it is Circle
obligatory that the   series is set, if you want to use the   series.Circle Arc

Deviation A series of values, also optional, which represents yet another segment of the whole circle. This 
segment is intended for a previous year value. This value's deviation from the   value is Arc
displayed by a red or green bar (see picture below) for a positive or negative deviation respectively. 
This series can only be used if the previously described series are set.

Please take care that you do not select data series with different offsets. For example, do not select the 
members January to June for the x axis and July to December for the y axis. You should select values of the 
same members for the y axis to ensure the values to match each other and the diagram labels to be 
extracted correctly.

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Filter Option

In some cases, it is necessary that several settings are 
only applied to certain key figures, dimensions or 
dimensional characteristics. You can use the filter option 
to define the combination to which the setting is to be 
applied.

In the example on the left, the desired setting is only 
applied to the key figure "budget". This can be, for 
example, a certain number formatting, a scenario or a 
certain icon for displaying the key figure.

Input mode: Field / comma separated list (csv)

Properties with the symbol allow the definition of 
settings on the graphomate property sheet in two 

variants. The mode can be changed by clicking on the
symbol. The following modes are available:

per field: The value is entered per field. After one field 
has been filled, another field is created 
automatically. For the Scenario Assignement (see 
picture) a list with all configured scenarios appears. By 
clicking on the scenario, the property for the element 
of the series is applied.

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For the Format Type , a system of units can be Time
configured with the help of the Time Units Property, which 
in the default setting consists of hours and minutes. Each 
number formatted in this way is then splitted in its values for 
each unit. The order of the unit list defines their relationship 
from the largest unit (top) to the smallest unit (bottom). 
Each unit contains the following options:

Modulus: defines the arithmetic relationship between 
the units. In terms of modular arithmetic, the number 
reflects how many entities of the next smaller unit fit into 
an entity of the current unit. If the current unit is the 
smallest of the unit system, the modulus establishes the 
reference to the raw value to be formatted. Thus, in the 
case of a unit system of hours and minutes with raw 
values that are given in minutes, the hours unit carries 
the modulus 60 and the minutes unit carries the 
modulus 1.
Prefix: Defines the local prefix with which the value of 
this unit should begin. It can be used as a separator to 
values of larger units.
Suffix: Defines the local suffix that should follow the 
value of this unit. For example, it can contain a unit 
abbreviation or be used as a separator to values of 
smaller units.
Omit If Zero: Sets whether values of this unit should be 
omitted if they equal 0.
Leading Zeros: Sets whether values of this unit should 
be displayed with one or more leading zeros 
(depending on the reference to the next larger unit).
Description: Sets a description for the unit to make it 
easier to recognize in the list.

Additional Information

Legend

If the checkbox is activated, a legend is displayed if data 
has been selected for one of the fields  or Circle, Arc Deviati
on.

Tooltip

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Troubleshooting

Perfomance Limit

Sets the limit for the maximum number of bubbles up to 
which no performance problems occur. Using values 
greater than 100 is not recommended. If the limit is 
reached, a performance-optimized display is used for the 
bubbles. Only the X and Y dimensions are used here. The 
individual data points are displayed transparently, so that 
accumulations of data points appear darker and therefore 
focal points can be recognized. To identify outliers, a tooltip 
is displayed when moving the mouse over a bubble.

Draw Boundaries

This option is intended for test purposes. If it is activated, its 
limits are drawn for each element. These boundaries are 
used by the collision logic to hide overlapping labels.

Fixation

You can use the  option to have the scaling Start of X/Y Axis
of the axis start at 0 or any other arbitrary value. Similarly, 
you can use the  option for the End of X/Y Axis
corresponding axis to let the scaling of the axis end at any 
value.

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Custom Grid Lines

It is possible to display additional lines in the grid. These 
are defined either by the size of the intervals  or (Interval)
the number of steps ( ).

Layout

Draw Full Segments

If the  checkbox is activated, the scaling of Full Segments
the axes is selected so that all quadrants of the grid have 
the same size. If it is deactivated, the axes are scaled so 
that the available space is optimally used. However, half 
quadrants may be created. For optical reasons, the outer 
lines of the grid  at the top and right are hidden.(Borders)

Padding

Set a distance in [px] for the padding that surrounds the 
entire diagram.

Reserve Space for Hidden Labels

If Reserve Space for Hidden Labels is activated, the scaling 
is selected so that all bubbles including their labels fit into 
the diagram. This also includes labels hidden by collision.

Reserve Space for Annotations

If Reserve Space for Annotations is activated, the distance 
of the axes from the edge of the component is selected so 
that all axis labels can be displayed. This particularly 
includes annotations that are displayed on the axis due to 
runtime interactivity and represent the value of a bubble.

Collision Adjustment Factor

Use the Collision Adjustment Factor to define a value in [px] 
that specifies by how many pixels labels may overlap each 
other until they are hidden by the collision logic.

Circles

Absolute Values

If this option is activated, the amount for each value of the 
Circle series is calculated and used as the data basis for 
the display. This is useful if negative values occur in the 
selection that should actually be displayed as positive.

Min and Max Radius [px]

Define the upper and lower limits for the radius of the 
bubbles in [px]. This means that no bubble with a radius 
greater or smaller than the min. or max. radius exists.

On Hover

With this option, certain bubbles can be highlighted directly 
without moving the mouse over them. 

Category Emphasis

A bubble is selected based on a portion of the contents of 
the category label. Several selectors are possible 
simultaneously. The entry is made per field or as comma-
separated notation.

For example, if the cardinal point is part of the category 
label and all bubbles from west and north are to be 
highlighted, the value of the property would be as 
follows: North,West

Opacity of other Bubbles

This value determines to what extent bubbles that are not 
highlighted should be hidden. The value starts at 0.0 
(completely hidden) and ranges up to 1.0 (completely 
visible).

Annotations

If this option is activated,  are displayed at Annotations
runtime when the mouse is moved over a bubble. 
Annotations are temporary labels that are connected to the 
bubble by lines and represent the respective value on the 
axis.

This way you 
can exchange preconfigured graphomate bubbles designs between BI frontends that support the graphomate 
server. These are currently Power BI, Tableau, SAP Analytics Cloud, SAP Lumira Designer and SAP Web 
Intelligence.
